Dear Mrs. Kapiki,

[ am an Erasmus student from Estonia and I would like to express my feelings towards some of the

lectures who gave me lessons during my Erasmus period in A.T.E.Lth.

Firstly I would like to express my gratitude for having Mrs. Anita Zgrablic as my “Heritage tourism
and museum management” lecturer and Mr. Panagiotis Kassianidis as lecturer of “Central reservation
systems”. Mr. Kassianidis has a very good sense of humor, which makes it more interesting to study
how to use Amadeus, and Mrs. Zcrablic’s lessons were always well-organized and very interesting. In
the beginning of course she gave us the course syllabus and every lesson she also gave us hard copies

about material she was talking about. It made all the studying process so much easier and more

attractive.

Secondly I would like to express my deep disappointment about who was

responsible for “Greek culture and civilization” course.

There are several reasons, listed below, why I am disappointed in her and find her not appropriate for
being a teacher:

* She does not take any responsibility, but gives the responsibility to students.

For example she let students to count people in the bus during cultural visits; she told information

about lessons and cultural visits only to some students and asked them to forward this information to

other students. She gave to all group only 3-4 exemplars of material that was needed for exam, and

students had to make copies for the rest of the students, and needed to pay for that material by
themselves.

Instead of having during past 3 months theory lessons and cultural trips alternately (for example

theory lesson on Tuesday and cultural trip on Friday of same week) or at least theory lessons before
and then after that cultural visits, she made us having cultural trips before and then she gave 2-3 theory
lessons in hurry, explaining different periods in Greek history and things what we had seen during

visits. Therefore it was really difficult to understand what she was talking about.

She did not follow the program that is brought out in the internet on the web page of university and
during these few lessons that she gave; she had no introduction in the beginning of lessons to explain

the aim of each lesson. Because of this it was hard to follow the lessons.

The final exam was also organized as bad way as all other things. It was told to us that exam was on
11" June at 16.00. According to my logic it means that exam will start on that time, but when I arrived
to classroom I was told to wait half an hour behind the door for my return to write exam. Students who
chose to have 3 ECTS, had to wait even 1 hour before they were let to write an exam. My question is

that why she could not find bigger classroom, make cooperation with some other teacher or at least

inform students before that they need to come later?

* She is not competent to use technology of nowadays.

For example she does not know how to connect printer and computer, or slide projector and computer.

It seemed to me that she is also not aware of how to use computer and flash stick. I find it really

annoying that I had to wait at least 30 minutes in the beginning of lessons to see that my teacher is not

capable to set up machines that she needs in order to give lesson.

* Her cultural visits had lack of quality

As we had very big group of people attending on visits (around 50-60 people for sure), it was really

annoying how on sites she forwarded information of sites only to certain people, and

usually missed everything,

When we had visit to Pella, Nymphaeum of Mieza Aristotle Institute and vinery I had to see how Mrs.

Moyratidoy looked really depressed and was crying, while talking to another woman. I understand that

people have problems and sometimes it looks impossible to solve the problems, but to come to work In

this condition is not appropriate. In my opinion she needs to take some time off.

I hope you will do something about this teacher and her ways of teaching. Before coming to Greece I

really expected attending this course, I wanted to learn about Greek culture and civilization, because I
find it very interesting, but after attending Mrs. Moyratidoy’s course I need to say that the way she

teaches is one of the worst ways how to serve Greek culture and civilization to foreigners.

She caused me lot of trouble through loss of time and nerves. Though I am Erasmus student I find that

I and my time deserve some respect also.

Theoretical tuition was run mainly at the end of semester, 1n more intensive tempo.
However, having some knowledge from excursions it was easier to follow the lessons.

Since there have been some discrepancies between the intended date of the exam aqd
the date od departure of some students, the exam was organized few dayg earlier. Due to this
fact, the material for the exam (papers of theory) was ready with a bit of delay and the
confusions occured. Students were upset not getting the papers in the time promised. Finally,
] have to admit that the papers were well organized and captured the vast greek history in
a very manageable extent. We were not pressured to study several books and look up several
sources. The papers with theory made our studying easier. To sum up the matter, even though
the papers with theory were ready with a delay, it was manageable to study for the exam in
that short time. What is more, a part of the theory was given to us also on the excurions.

The questions of the exam were not tricky but rather practical. They captured some
theoretical sides of our excursions as well as some highlights of the greek history. All in all,

the exam was passable for everybody who participated on the trips and studied the papers of
theory.

I believe Mrs. did her best when guiding the excursion. She
showed a really deep knowledge of the greek culture and history when talking to the students.
She was capable of answering if any question occured. From my point of view she put more

emphasize on the excursions which is, I believe an efficient way how to remember more
things, of course in additional combination with theoretical classes.

I consider the course very interesting and I am sure that for the next semesters, having
learned from the ,,mistakes* of the first semester (e.g. delayed theory papers) Mrs.

| can run the course of Greek culture and civilization or any other without any

obstacles. She is without any doubts a person who can bring the greek culture and history
closer to foreign students studying within Erasmus.
